e Monday, March 27 at 1 pm - Water Fund and Sanitary Sewer Fund financial plans — operating and capital
activities, equipment replacement reserve

e Wednesday, April 12 at 6 pm - Additional information requested by Council and consideration of property
tax and utility rate scenarios.

e Participate in our online survey. Results will assist Council to better understand where funds should be spent in
2023.
