The Phil St Luke standing committee members will be raising funds towards a statue and will have such items as
postcards, art cards, magnets, and stickers as well, T-shirts and hats from Phil’s personal collection which may be
purchased by donation. All proceeds from the sale of these items will go to the Flying Phil Memorial fund.
